Outwood Primary Academies strives to provide high quality, engaging and nurturing education within all of our Foundation Stages, through valuing and instilling the four themes identified within the EYFS:

Regular observations and assessments are carried out through our daily practices to identify children's interests and plan next steps. These are within the seven areas of learning:
· Communication and Language
· Physical Development
· Personal, Social and Emotional Development 
· Literacy
· Mathematics
· Understanding of the world
· Expressive arts and design

The curriculum is designed to enable staff to plan for engaging and challenging activities within these seven areas of learning. This robust system of ongoing assessment, observations and then celebrating children's achievements supports all pupils to make progress towards achieving a Good Level of Development at the end of the Foundation Stage. The curriculum we deliver works alongside the whole school curriculum and follows the half termly drivers, linked to the foundation stage areas of learning, and the whole school celebration events, providing a cohesive Academy wide curriculum.
